3. Funding

II. Independent Contractor

It is understood and agreed that in the performance of this services pursuant to the agreement, Presenter is an independent contractor and shall not represent the chapter, act as its agent, or otherwise enter into any contractual agreement that would commit the chapter to a legally binding agreement.  Presenter will be responsible for paying his/her own taxes and insurance.


III. Presentation Equipment, Materials and Handouts

PMI shall furnish a virtual platform for presentation for the event.  If other equipment is needed, it must be requested and approved in advance by the chapter.  Presenter will provide all presentation materials at no cost to the chapter.  All Presenter materials, handouts, and PowerPoint presentations must be pre-approved by the chapter and Presenter will furnish master copy of participant materials, handouts and/or PowerPoint by the deadline specified by the chapter.

IV. Hold Harmless
Presenter agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, and defend PMI for any actual or alleged liability resulting from Presenter’s presentation, both verbal and written, including libel, slander, misstatement of fact, antitrust violations, or violation of copyright.  In addition, Presenter shall not use copyrighted music in the presentation without obtaining prior written permission from PMI.  The obligations undertaken made in this section shall survive the termination of this agreement.
 
4. No Copyright Infringement.
Presenter represents that all presentation material and content used in the presentation shall not contain any material which violates any copyright, trademark, right of privacy, right of publicity, or literary, dramatic or music right of any person or entity.	

If any material submitted by me to the Chapter or presented by me during the event contains any work or material which requires written permission from any other person or persons for inclusion in the material, I agree to obtain such written permission from the copyright owner or the owner of any other rights in or to the material and include a copy of such written permission within the material I present to the Chapter.  

The Speaker further acknowledge that the Chapter is in no way responsible for any information and/or material that the Speaker presents, and that the Chapter does not endorse any opinion and/or recommendation presented by me. If a claim is brought against the Chapter with regard to the information or materials presented by me, including, but not limited to originality, copyright infringement, libel and/or slander, the Speaker agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Chapter from and against any loss, liability, claim, action, expense, cost, judgment, and other damage of any nature arising directly or indirectly out of or incidental to the use of the material.

5. ASSIGNMENTS AND SUBCONTRACTING: Neither party may assign or delegate its rights and obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the non-assigning or non-delegating party.

V. Cancellation

This agreement is binding on both parties and cannot be cancelled except as hereinafter provided. The Chapter reserves the right to cancel this Agreement and replace Speaker if the specified due dates for deliverables are missed. The Chapter reserves the right to cancel any session, change the length or size of any session, or change the place of any session at its discretion at any time.  

In the event of cancellation by the Chapter, the Chapter shall not be liable for any expenses, costs, or damages incurred by Speaker except for any Chapter-approved expenses already incurred which are not recoverable by the Speaker. If Speaker desires to cancel, Speaker agrees to provide the Chapter with written cancellation notice thirty (30) days prior to Speaker’s first scheduled session.

Chapter and the Presenter also agree that all parties to this Agreement shall be released from any and all liability, performance, payment or damages hereunder if the Chapter or the Presenter is unable to fulfill the terms of this agreement due to an act of God, illness or physical disability of the Presenter, acts or regulations of public authorities, labor difficulties, civil tumult, strike, epidemic, pandemic (including the 2019 Novel Coronavirus or COVID-19); World Health Organization alerts; flood, fire, interruption or delay of transportation, or any other similar or dissimilar cause beyond the control of the affected party, or because Chapter cancelled the Event for any legitimate business reason (each, a “Cancellation Event”). In such a Cancellation Event, Presenter shall refund to the Chapter all deposits or advance payments made, less amounts Presenter incurred pursuant to this Agreement and which cannot be mitigated by Presenter. 

If, for any reason other than a Cancellation Event, the Presenter is delayed or cannot appear, the Presenter will promptly notify the Chapter. Chapter may arrange a mutually agreeable change of date and/or a substitute Presenter.  If requested by the Chapter, any benefits, deposits, and/or advance reimbursements under this Agreement shall be transferred by Presenter to the substitute Presenter, if any.  If a change of date or substitute Presenter cannot be mutually agreed upon, the Chapter and the Presenter agree that this Agreement will be cancelled and that the Presenter shall refund any deposits and/or advance reimbursements it has received from the Chapter.

In Writing: Cancellation by either party for any reason must be presented by to the other party in writing within a reasonable time following the Cancellation Event or other circumstance for which a cancellation is based.

VI. Force Majeure
 
Force majeure shall be understood as the result of any act of God, war, government regulations, disaster, pandemic, flood, civil disorder, strikes, fire, delay in transportation services, or other condition beyond the control of either party making it illegal or impossible to perform the obligations required by this agreement.  In such event, the affected party may terminate this agreement without liability and performance will be excused for one of more of these reasons by written notice to the other party.  Presenter waives any claim against the Chapter for resulting damage except that any expenditure made by Presenter, in accordance with Section III, will be reimbursed.

VII. PMI Contact

The PMI Portland Director of Events, Lorraine Gleeson, is primary contact is representative for this agreement.

VIII. No Merchandising

Presenter agrees not to sell or promote any particular product or service at any time during his or her session presentation.  Also, during his or her session presentation, Presenter agrees (1) to not solicit participants for hire or employment to any entity, including any company or organization owned by or that employs or hires Presenter; or (2) to expressly encourage participants to leave their current employ for employment with or hire at another entity.


IX. Hold Harmless
Presenter agrees to indemnify, hold harmless, and defend the Chapter for any actual or alleged liability resulting from Presenter’s presentation, both verbal and written, including libel, slander, misstatement of fact, antitrust violations, or violation of copyright.  In addition, Presenter shall not use copyrighted music in the presentation without obtaining prior written permission from the Chapter.  The obligations undertaken made in this section shall survive the termination of this agreement.
 
X. Governing Law 

This agreement shall in all respects be governed by the law of the state of Oregon.  If any provision of this agreement is declared void or unenforceable, such provision shall be deemed severed from this agreement, and all other provisions shall remain in full force and effect. The parties agree that venue for any legal action or proceeding relating to or arising from this agreement shall lie solely in a court of competent jurisdiction in Portland, Oregon and the parties expressly waive the right to bring a proceeding in any other venue.

The prevailing party in any litigation arising from this agreement shall be entitled to recover from the other party, all reasonable attorneys’ fees, litigation costs, and expenses incurred in relation to such proceeding.

TERMS AND CONDITIONS

By signing this Speaker Agreement & Material Release, the Speaker agrees to abide by the following terms and conditions:

· I acknowledge that I will present a presentation that will be held virtually and it will be held as outlined above.
· I will provide necessary deliverables to my assigned Chapter Speaker Liaison by the deadlines that will be given.
· I authorize the Chapter to use my name, photo, video, and biographical data in connection with the use and promotion of the session and event on the website, social media, publications and newsletters.
· I allow PMI Portland Chapter non-exclusive rights to publish my contributed materials, including posting my presentation and handout materials on the Chapter website and using contributed materials for marketing.
· To the best of my knowledge, my presentation does not violate any proprietary or personal rights of others (including any copyright, trademark and privacy rights), is factually accurate, and contains nothing defamatory or otherwise unlawful. · I understand that I will not receive an honorarium or expense reimbursement for this speaking engagement unless specified otherwise.
